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This unique equestrian program combines the experience of equine training and mentoring through a big sister program.  Each student will be matched up with a “big sister” or who will serve as a role model, build a one to one relationship with and develop a friendship that can blossom into a future of unlimited potential.  Relationships will be formed through the equine activities that are developed on an individual basis between the children and big sisters. The “Sister Hooves Program” goal is to share a one of a kind experience with your child that will enhance abilities to be confident, compassionate, build character, learn trust and understand the unique bond between people who have a common interest.  This is all done while interacting with horses within the horse facilities known as Northville Horse and Recreation.  “Sister Hooves” is a program that will, in addition to the personal growth described above, teach students how to properly care for and learn comprehensive riding skills with horses that will enable them to be more confident with themselves.  Tailored programs may include learning basic grooming, care and feeding of horses. The student will learn safety, proper etiquette around horses, tack and equipment, how to lead, walk and handle horses in different situations. It is entirely up to the little and big sisters to develop a program that will meet the individual needs of the student. “Sister Hooves “is designed to be flexible and change as growth occurs between the sisters as well as the horse they use.  The bonding that takes place with the horse is as important as the bonding with the big sister. Factual data has supported this and what profound positive effects that horses have on all of us.   
Sessions will not just be focused on horses.  All of our “Big Sisters” and instructors are top performers whether it be in horsemanship, sports or academics.  If there is an area of focus your student needs help with, please let us know and we will incorporate that into the participant’s curriculum.
